RBHS campus offers Robotics
and P.O.E. class to highlight
STEM pathways and careers

Robotics is a new STEM course
offered at Red Bluff High School that
was taken by a few select students
last semester. Unfortunately for
some students ,it was only half a
semester. It is coupled with another
half semester course called P.O.E, or
Principles of Engineering. The two
classes are taught by Mr. Twitchell
and Mr. Penner, and are designed to
show students how they can apply
the sciences and mathematics in
real world situations and careers.

A couple of the students, seniors
Luke Downey and Alex Gonzalez,
were able to produce robots that went
to competitions to compete with other
schools involved in the league such
as Mount Shasta, Modock, Shasta,
Foothill, Enterprise, and Wheatland.

When
asked what they did as lesson plans
and what skills they learned from
the class, Vaillette responded, “We
just build robots the whole time.”

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Impeachment trial...

’I‘he impeachment process of President Trump has been long and full of complications, and since
the inquiry in late September there have been a multitude of changes and proceedings that have

described one.

How does the impeachment process work?
Initially, there must be a piece of evidence given to the House of Representatives that can be used
to formally charge a civil officer with impeachment. In Trump’s case, a “whistleblower” reported
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changed and defined the course of the impeachment. However, understanding the impeachment
process can be difficult with the onslaught of confusing government terminology and technicalities
that have been highlighted in the news over the past few months. In layman terms, none of the
general public understands impeachment. So, here are some facts that you should know.

For starters, what is impeachment?
Impeachment is a charge of misconduct done by someone in a public office. It is a political wrong-
doing, NOT a criminal one (in most cases).

Are presidents the only people that can get impeached?

Contrary to belief, impeachment doesn’t just apply to the President-it applies to the vice president
and all civil officers (those who work in any of the three branches of government, with the
exception of the army and navy).

What can an official be impeached for?
According to the Constitution, there are three ways in which a federal official can be impeached:
for “treason, bribery, or other high crimes and misdemeanors”. Trump was impeached for the
last offense, which will make the trial much trickier for the Democrats, as it is the most vaguely

a call made between Trump and the president of Ukraine, Volodymyr Zelenskiy, that according to
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ABC News, was a “quid pro quo for political gain”. In other words, Trump withheld aid to Zelenskiy until
he gave Trump confidential information about the Biden family. After receiving the evidence, anyone in
the House can suggest an impeachment inquiry; it’s then up to the Speaker of the House (Nancy Pelosi)

to decide whether or not to proceed. If given consent to move forward, a committee called the House
Intelligence Committee investigates, and gives all findings to the House Judiciary Committee, who draft
“articles of impeachment”. Once formed, the House votes on the articles; with a simple majority (> 50%),
the official is then impeached and the articles are sent to the Senate for a trial.

What is an “article of impeachment”?
An article of impeachment is a reason for a charge against an official of misconduct during their time
in office; Trump was impeached under two articles of impeachment-obstruction of justice and abuse of

power.

What happens now?

After the articles are sent to the Senate, they will hold a trial; the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court stands
as the judge, the senators are the jury. After the trial, % of the senators must vote to remove the official
from office; if there is no majority for removal, the official is only impeached, and may stay in office until

their term ends.

Why is the trial so hard to understand?
An impeachment of the president is not something that occurs daily, or even in one’s lifetime; as a result,
no one in government knows how to approach it the right way. The struggle of power and vagueness of of
the process makes it easy for both sides to create their own rules; the impeachment process is unique in our
government, as it’s the only time the jury gets to pick and choose which pieces of evidence they wish to

see or hear. In fact, the grounds of which Trump are unclear-what is “high crime” and if Trump’s offence

equated to it.
